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INFORMATION:

Programming the AP00-B is almost identical to the AP00-A, however extra initialisation commands in D102 must be used to ensure reliable operation of the card.  If D102 is not performed the SMDR output will stop after a period of time. (refer to the command manual, or use latest script file)

Also one extra command must be included.

D003>29:1000.

The CPU must be reset after programming the card.

A SMDR cable must be used.  (MAT cables will have erratic results)

It is also recommended that SW0 bit 6 is set off to detect DSR from the SMDR device.  This activates the call buffer if the device is not ready.

Command 08>800 is correct in the manual and does not have to be set.  This command is for centralised billing on a number 7 network.  When 08>800 is set to 0, an AP00-B card is not required at the remote sites for the collection of SMDR data.

The TA2000 script file has been updated to include the new commands.
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
