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Using MATWorx to load Excel / CSV files.

The following example uses Excel to create a CSV file, which is then imported into the MATworx MACH script editor for fast loading to the PABX. This is useful where a lot of repetitive data must be entered, or where the system is not available for programming so the installer can prepare some system data in advance.  Also using the Excel fill in feature saves a lot of typing.

Step 1

Open a blank worksheet in Excel

Format columns A~E as text.  This will ensure left justification and that leading zeros are maintained.

Column A = command number

Column B = 1st Data

Column C = 2nd Data

Column D & E enter a space, then copy down all rows.

Use Excel functions to fill in consecutive numbers to save typing.

You can enter as many commands as you like in one file.

Save the file as a CSV file.
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Step 2

Start MATworx
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Start MACH Script
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Click on the suitcase icon to import the CSV file.

The script data will appear on the grid.
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Click on the Cog icon to load the data to the PABX.

All data will be loaded and the results shown in the ED column. (OK or failure message).
