INFORMATION:

Only 1 AP00-B card is required in a 2000IVS network to perform Centralised billing.  The remote sites can use the onboard SMDR port of the CPU (although this does remove the MAT access from this port.)

Centralised Billing works across all forms of Number 7, however with event based Number 7 the SMDR buffer is not automatically polled / downloaded.  It requires a call event to establish the signalling channel.
