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INFORMATION:





It is possible to experience excessive echo on IP to ISDN trunk to PSTN numbers.  This is due to the varying line conditions on individual PSTN numbers.  The following commands will provide a dramatic improvement to echo cancellation performance, and are the recommended settings for all IP installations.  Very minor echo may be heard for the first 1~2 seconds of the call while the echo cancellers adjust to the individual requirements of the line.  Min software is CPU F1, and IPPAD B2, but it is good practice to upgrade IP installations to F1 3.02 and C1 3.01 – current at time of writing.
