This feature uses the Virtual connections of PHS programming in reverse.

By creating a virtual trunk/extn pair, the virtual trunks can be programmed into a route, and accessed with a trunk group / LCR code.  Dial tone is returned from the virtual station and paging access codes can now be dialed.

To access paging from outside the building, you need to set up remote access with a PIN number, then dial the trunk access code, followed by the paging access.  This can be simplified for the caller by using LCR and digit addition tables.

Works across number 7 too.

Programming,

Follow PHS setup for virtual pairs. 

(if PHS is not used on the site you can use the TA script file to program these – go straight to option 3, enter virtual extn and trunk numbers, use a dummy number for the PS number, then reprogram 3002/3/4/5 and 3017 as required)
