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TECHNICAL NOTE: Xen Remote Access

Below is the procedure to remote access a Xen system via a dial up modem.
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When you have logged into the Xen MAT program press F7 to launch the connection program. Got to the Setup box and set the com port to the one that the modem is connected to And set the port speed to 28.8.
Click Ok.

2. Click on Modem Connection and then Dial button.  In the phone number box enter the number of the remote system, check that the correct modem is set  and click on Call shown below. You will hear the modem dial out and carrier tone will be heard on connection.  From this point you will see the normal Xen MAT connect screen will be shown and once connected normal programming can tack place.
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If there is no direct in dial to the system you will have to access via the local operator.  To do this you must have a phone plugged in to the modem so that you can manually dial  the remote system operator. In the Phone Number box you must have at least one digit entered otherwize you will not be able to configure the manual dial.

Click on Configure Line and then open the Options tab and check on the Operator Assist in the Dial Control area.


3. Then dial the distant operator and asked to be put thru to the remote access station number.  When you hear carrier tone from the modem click on the Connect button and you will see the system go thru the normal connection process..


From this point everything is the same as doing a local connection but slower..

3. Don’t forget when you have finished the remote session to reset your com port back to com 1 and the port speed back to 38.4Kbits.
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
